John 1:1
In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.

So also it is written, "The first MAN, Adam, BECAME A LIVING SOUL." to discipline us, and we respected them; shall we not much rather be subject to the Father of spirits, and live? 10 For they disciplined us for a short time as seemed best to them, but He disciplines us for our good, so that we may share His holiness. 11 All discipline for the moment 
seems not to be joyful, but sorrowful; yet to those who have been trained by it, afterwards it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness. 12 Therefore, strengthen the hands that are weak and 
the knees that are feeble, 13 and make straight paths for your feet, so that the limb which is lame 
may not be put out of joint, but rather be healed.

The word which came to Jeremiah from the LORD saying, 2 "Arise and go down to the potter's house, and there I will announce My words to you." 3 Then I went down to the 
potter's house, and there he was, making something on the wheel. 4 But the vessel that he was making of clay was spoiled in the hand of the potter; so he remade it into another vessel, as it 
pleased the potter to make. 5 Then the word of the LORD came to me saying, 6 "Can I not, O 
house of Israel, deal with you as this potter does?" declares the LORD. "Behold, like the clay in 
the potter's hand, so are you in My hand, O house of Israel.

                                                           The Sacrifice and Its Offering

Scriptures: Lev 1:1-17; Rom 12:1; Luk 2:24

Lev 1:1-17

Then the LORD called to Moses and spoke to him from the tent of meeting, saying, 2 "Speak to the sons of Israel and say to them, "When any man of you brings an offering to the LORD, you shall bring your offering of animals from the herd or the flock. 3 "If his offering is a burnt offering from the herd, he shall offer it, a male without defect; he shall offer it at the doorway of the tent of meeting, that he may be accepted before the LORD. 4 "He shall lay his hand on the head of the burnt offering, that it may be accepted for him to make atonement on his behalf. 5 "He shall slay the young bull before the LORD; and Aaron's sons the priests shall offer up the blood and sprinkle the blood around on the altar that is at the doorway of the tent of meeting. 6 "He shall then skin the burnt offering and cut it into its pieces. 7 "The sons of Aaron the priest shall put fire on the altar and arrange wood on the fire. 8 "Then Aaron's sons the priests shall arrange the pieces, the head and the suet over the wood which is on the fire that is on the altar. 9 "Its entrails, however, and its legs he shall wash with water. And the priest shall offer up in smoke all of it on the altar for a burnt offering, an offering by fire of a soothing aroma to the LORD. 10 "But if his offering is from the flock, of the sheep or of the goats, for a burnt offering, he shall offer it a male without defect. 11 "He shall slay it on the side of the altar northward before the LORD, and Aaron's sons the priests shall sprinkle its blood around on the altar. 12 "He shall then cut it into its pieces with its head and its suet, and the priest shall arrange them on the wood which is on the fire that is on the altar. 13 "The entrails, however, and the legs he shall wash with water. And the priest shall offer all of it, and offer it up in smoke on the altar; it is a burnt offering, an offering by fire of a soothing aroma to the LORD. 14 "But if his offering to the LORD is a burnt offering of birds, then he shall bring his offering from the turtledoves or from young pigeons. 15 "The priest shall bring it to the altar, and wring off its head and offer it up in smoke on the altar; and its blood is to be drained out on the side of the altar. 16 "He shall also take away its crop with its feathers and cast it beside the altar eastward, to the place of the ashes. 17 "Then he shall tear it by its wings, but shall not sever it. And the priest shall offer it up in smoke on the altar on the wood which is on the fire; it is a burnt offering, an offering by fire of a soothing aroma to the LORD. 

Rom 12:1

Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship. 

Luk 2:24

And to offer a sacrifice according to what was said in the Law of the Lord, "A PAIR OF TURTLEDOVES OR TWO YOUNG PIGEONS." 
I.
All sacrifices and offerings are pointing to a great life of offering

II.
The burnt offering is specially referred to "present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice"

III.
The burnt offering is a "complete offering" - an offering of our entire body, which is offered up alive

IV.
The burnt offering is the offering of offerings, which is entirely for God, as a "soothing aroma" to satisfy God as His food

V.
The Lord Jesus Christ is the greatest offering, the First One, then we may be a part of it

VI.
The significance is in its thoroughness of this one act of offering, which is to be completed in a life time

1. Ox - the most expensive kind of life


2. Sheep or goats - the second class of life

VIII.
The choice and the life of offering


1. To be selected from the designated sacrifices


2. To select one, which is without blemish, at the doorway of the tabernacle
XI.
The things to do by him who gives an offering


1. Take the burnt offering to the doorway of the tabernacle


2. Lay hands on the head of the sacrifice - to be united with the sacrifice


3. Then he can gain access to the outer court with the burnt offering


4. Kill the sacrifice himself - put life to its death

5. Skin the sacrifice himself - remove its protection and its beauty


6. Cut the sacrifice into pieces - place all manners of life to death

X.
The works of the priesthood


1. Examine the sacrifices


2. Accepted by the Lord to atone for others


3. Manage blood



A. Blood flows upward - offer up the blood



B. Blood flows downward - sprinkle blood at the entrance and around the altar


4. Cleaning works - wash the entrails and the legs with water


5. Manage fire



A. Place fire on the altar and put the wood on the fire



B. All to be burnt up on the altar
XI.
The purpose of a burnt offering


1. Offer to the Lord as an offering by fire of a soothing aroma


2. To satisfy God as His food

Message Four: The Highest Realm of Offering


                       - Filling Both Hands With The Christ
Scriptures: Lev 8:18-28; Rom 12:1

Lev 8:18-28

Then he presented the ram of the burnt offering, and Aaron and his sons laid their hands on the head of the ram. 19 Moses slaughtered it and sprinkled the blood around on the altar. 20 When he had cut the ram into its pieces, Moses offered up the head and the pieces and the suet in smoke. 21 After he had washed the entrails and the legs with water, Moses offered up the whole ram in smoke on the altar. It was a burnt offering for a soothing aroma; it was an offering by fire to the LORD, just as the LORD had commanded Moses. 22 Then he presented the second ram, the ram of ordination, and Aaron and his sons laid their hands on the head of the ram. 23 Moses slaughtered it and took some of its blood and put it on the lobe of Aaron's right ear, and on the thumb of his right hand and on the big toe of his right foot. 24 He also had Aaron's sons come near; and Moses put some of the blood on the lobe of their right ear, and on the thumb of their right hand and on the big toe of their right foot. Moses then sprinkled the rest of the blood around on the altar. 25 He took the fat, and the fat tail, and all the fat that was on the entrails, and the lobe of the liver and the two kidneys and their fat and the right thigh. 26 From the basket of unleavened bread that was before the LORD, he took one unleavened cake and one cake of bread mixed with oil and one wafer, and placed them on the portions of fat and on the right thigh. 27 He then put all these on the hands of Aaron and on the hands of his sons and presented them as a wave offering before the LORD. 28 Then Moses took them from their hands and offered them up in smoke on the altar with the burnt offering. They were an ordination offering for a soothing aroma; it was an offering by fire to the LORD. 

Rom 12:1

Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.

The Procedure of Consecration - Leviticus chapter eight


1. The first ox - a sin offering


2. The first sheep - a burnt offering


3. The second sheep - an offering of consecration (a sacrifice of an offering)


4. First basket of bread - wave offering


5. Not one sacrifice can be missed


6. The four sacrifices are related and progressive
III.
The First Sacrifice (an ox) - sin offering

1. First to resolve the problem of sin


2. Using the capacity of an ox to resolve the heavy matter of sin


3. Service and sin


4. The sin and the sins of the priest

IV.
The Second Sacrifice (the first sheep) - burnt offering


1. Jesus Christ is the greatest burnt offering


2. Accepted by God through the fragrance of the Lord Jesus


3. Accepted in the beloved Son


4. It is a whole body sacrifice, entire offering, also a burning sacrifice

5. Be a burnt offering by the Lord - using a whole life to fulfill the significance of its ashes and 

    fragrance


6. Fragrance for once and fragrance for a life time

V.
The Third Sacrifice (the second sheep) - the sacrifice of an offering or the sacrifice of consecration


1. Emphasizing on the taking of blood and not on its burning


2. Putting blood on the right ear lobe and the right thumb and right toe of the priest


3. A living sacrifice - a sacrifice die for me, I live when I am united with it


4. The blood speaks of a love


5. The blood speaks of an privilege; no privilege without the blood


6. The blood speaks of a covering; not once without the blood


7. The blood speaks of a mark of death


8. The anointing can only be on the blood

The Fourth Sacrifice (a basket of bread) - a wave offering


1. Remove the suet and the right leg



A. All the fat



B. A fat tail and the fat on the entrails, the fatty tissue on the liver, two kidneys and the 


fat on them


2. The right leg


3. The beautiful life and the powerful life


4. A basket of bread - the Lord's humanity



A. Unleavened bread - the Man without blemish



B. The waver - the refined Man



C. The cake of bread mixed with oil - the Man filled with the Holy Spirit

5. Placing all these in the hands of the priest - filling his hands with the Christ; it is the beginning 
    of a true offering
